$100,000/$200,000/$50,000 in force for each vehicle entered and all Service vehicles. Actual proof of this
insurance showing the policy limits shall be presented at registration. Rally America PRR 4.4

Advertising

5.1. Alcohol advertising is allowed under RA rules.

5.2. Event sponsor decals shall be placed in the designated areas of competing vehicles.

5.3. All other advertising is allowed unless considered offensive by the organizers.

5.4. Crews are requested to wear provided event sponsor apparel, hats, shirts, shoes, etc. during the event.

Identification Numbers

The time card will consist of one page per road section and one page per special stage. A separate set of time

cards will be issued for each section of each leg. Provision shall be made for stamps or signature at passage

controls. Crews are obligated to have their passage recorded at all points mentioned on their time cards in the
correct order. Any deviation will be reported to the Stewards.

The target time for covering the distance between two consecutive time controls will appear on the time card.

At the start of the rally, each crew is given a time card on which the time allowed to cover the distance between

two consecutive time controls shall appear. This card has to be handed in at the finish control of one section and

replaced with a new one before the start of the next section. Several time cards may be issued together, bound in
the form of a book, covering a section or leg of the rally.

Each crew is solely responsible for its time card. The crew alone is responsible for submitting the time card at the

different controls and for the accuracy of the entries. The crew is responsible for any entries made on the time

card.

It is up to the crew to submit its time card to the marshals at the correct time, and to check that the time is correctly

entered. Hours and minutes must always be shown thus: 00.01 - 24.00, only the minutes which have elapsed will

be counted. Throughout the rally, the official time is that specified in the supplementary regulations.

The time card must be available for inspection on demand, especially at the controls where a member of the crew

for stamping must present it personally and entry of times recorded.

Any correction or amendment made to the time card will be reported to the Stewards, unless the appropriate

marshal has approved such correction or amendment.

The absence of a stamp or signature from any passage control, the absence of a time entry at a time control, or

the failure to hand in the time card at each control (time, passage or regrouping) or at the finish, will be reported to

the Stewards.

The appropriate marshal is the only person allowed to enter the time on the time card, by hand or by means of a

printout device.

Any divergence between the times entered on the crew's time card and those entered on the official documents of

the rally will form the subject of an inquiry by the Stewards, who will deliver a final judgment.

All controls, i.e. passage and time controls, start and finish of special stages, regrouping and neutralization control

areas, are indicated by means of FIA approved standardized signs.

11.1. A warning sign on a yellow background marks the beginning of the control area. At a distance of no less
than 75 feet (25 m), an identical sign on a red background indicates the position of the control.

11.2.  The end of the control area, approximately 75 feet (25 m) further on, is indicated by a final sign on a beige
background with three black transversal stripes.

11.3. All control areas (i.e. all the areas between the first yellow warning signal and the final beige sign with
three transversal stripes) are considered as parcs fermé and no repairs or assistance may take place within
the control area.

The stopping time within any control area must not exceed the time necessary for carrying out control operations.

The target check-in time is the responsibility of the crews alone, who may consult the official clock.

The marshals may not give them any information on this target check-in time.

Unless the clerk of the course decides otherwise, the time controls will cease to operate 15 minutes after the target

time for the arrival of the last competing car, plus exclusion time.

Crews are obliged to follow the instructions of the marshal in charge of any control. Failure to do so will be

reported to the Stewards.

signs one on each side of the road.
4, Service i Rally America PRR 7.11
4.1. All teams will use a tarp under the car that extends beyond it in all directions.
4.2. Refueling will be done in designated refueling zones established at the Service parks, or designated
location(s) along the route listed in the route book.
4.3. Repair or replacement of a gas tank or fuel cell will be accomplished as directed by the Chief Scrutineer.
5. Emergency Procedures i Rally America PRR 7.12.
5.1. Inthe event that a stage is stopped for a non-injury incident and the cause of the stoppage can be
resolved in a reasonable length of time, the stage can be restarted. Exception to Rally America PRR
7.12.E
5.2. If afireis found
5.2.1. The competitors shall stop, use the Red Cross to stop a stage, and attempt to contain the fire. The
next competitors will proceed to the next radio location and report the location of the fire. All
remaining competitors will stop and help contain the fire.
5.2.2. If the fire is too large or growing quickly, all competitors will exit the stage at transit speeds in the
safest direction.
5.3. Competitors shall cooperate completely with any official - rally or civilian - that responds to any
emergency.

6.1. Chicanes - Addition to Rally America PRR 8.2
6.1.1. Barricades

6.1.1.1. Striking hard enough to move it out of position - 5 seconds per barricade.
6.1.1.2. Damaging beyond use i replacement cost.

6.1.2. Cones

6.1.2.1. Striking hard enough to move it out of position i 5 seconds per cone.
6.1.2.2. Damaging beyond use i replacement cost.
6.1.2.3. Going around i 30 seconds.

7. DNFs

7.1. Re-entry will be permitted at the discretion of the Chief Scrutineer and Stewards.
8. Local Traffic Laws

All participants, including Service crews, shall adhere to current local traffic regulations at all times during the
event. Citations by local authorities for any violation of the traffic regulations will subject the offender, in
addition to the fines imposed by the local citing authority, to penalties found in Rally America PRR 8.2.
8.1. In order to encourage competitors to obey speed limits, their average speeds from SS finish times to actual
check in time at next time control may be calculated.
8.2. Right turn on red is allowed, unless posted otherwise.
8.3. Use of rally/driving lights is prohibited on roads open to the public.
